Last week a question was asked about a word used in our catechism: janglings.  It was used in the forbidden section of the third commandment.  A sin that is forbidden in the third commandment is: 


“misinterpreting, misapplying, or any way perverting the word, or any part of it, to 
profane jests, curious or unprofitable questions, vain janglings, or the 
maintaining of false doctrines”     L.C. # 113

jangle –  1. to speak angrily; wrangle


  2.  to cause to make a harsh, discordant, usually metallic sound: 





He jangled the pots and pans.
